a. Personalization: We may use the collected information to personalize the user experience and provide relevant content and services based on user preferences, including the needs of youth participants.
b. Communication: Information provided by users, including youth participants, may be used by CCJLA to communicate regarding transactions, inquiries, or other relevant matters related to CCJLA activities.
c. Internal Purposes: Collected information may be used for internal record-keeping, analysis, and improvement of our services and website functionality, always with the welfare of youth participants and donors in mind.
